II. He is Sovereign
III. He is Omniscient (Knows all things)
IV. Nothing to Him is contingent or uncertain

V. To Him is due from angels and men and every other creature: Worship, Service, or
Obedience

III. God in Three Persons, of one substance, power, and eternity: Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit

I. The Father is not begotten or from anyone or anything
